WEDNESDAY, FEB. 21, IS ASH WEDNESDAY: We will have Mass and the Distribution of Ashes at 7:00 a.m.
and 6:30 p.m. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of abstinence from meat, as well as days of fast.
The Fridays of Lent in the United States are days of abstinence from meat.

DAYS OF PENANCE: The general rule of the Church is: “All persons who have completed their fourteenth year are
bound by the law of abstinence; all adults are bound by the law of fast up to the beginning of their sixtieth year.
Nevertheless, pastors and parents are to see to it that minors who are not bound by the law of fast and abstinence
are educated in an authentic sense of penance.” (Canon 1253) Abstinence means abstaining from meat. Fasting
means one full meal a day, with two lighter meals in the course of a day to maintain strength. Besides fast and
abstinence, the interior penance of the Christian can be expressed in many and various ways: prayer, exercises of
devotions and charity (almsgiving), denying oneself by fulfilling responsibilities more faithfully, efforts at reconciliation
with neighbors, efc.

We hang up our alleluias like abandoned “harps on the willow
trees.” Because we sin, we bring this exile on ourselves. We are like the prodigal son, a runaway. The good news is that, at
Easter, when Lent is completed, God willing, we will come to our senses. Like the prodigal son, we will return home to the Father
who loves us. At Easter our exile will be over. We will feast on the fatted calf. Alleluia will be our homecoming cheer, and so at
Easter we’ll sing it with all our might.
